1. They said, “Because we have knowledge, we are free to
do whatever we want.”
e “gods” don't exist

e Food isn't relevant

2. Paul said, “Because we have love, we will limit our
freedom for our Brothers.”

Knowledge (alone) leads to pride and self indulgence
Love (with knowledge) leads to humility and unity

Our Christian life is all about God not about personal
freedom.

We must curb our behavior to strengthen not weaken our
Brothers and Sisters.

2. What does my conscience say? (Personal)

3. What does my believing friend need? (Love)
